WHAT TO WEAR TO CLASS 

All dogs:

 
For one week or more 

prior to your first class hand feed your dog a few 
pieces of kibble at a time throughout the day and 
evening (no food from his bowl during this time). 
   For daytime classes:

 
no food until after class. 

For evening classes:  breakfast finished by 9 
a.m.; no other food until after class. There is no 
need to withhold water. 
   Bring several types of soft high-value treats 
such as tiny bits of hot dog, cheese, cooked 
boneless chicken or fresh liver in a treat pouch 
or easily accessible belly bag 

 

no plastic  
baggies for treats allowed in class.

Our PuppyLove program is designed for the 
entire family. We love to have your children 
attend.  Families with children under age 5 
should have two adults attend to allow the family 
to get the most from the classes.

CHAIN LEASHES, NO EXTENDABLE LEASHES  
Bring your pup on a buckle or snap 

collar and a 4'-6' fabric or leather leash. Avoid 
nylon leashes, though they are allowed in 
PuppyLove. Nylon comes in pretty colors but 
hurts your hands. We recommend leather or 
cotton web leashes for puppies as well as 
adolescent and adult dogs.

Training Equipment for Basic Manners 
and Puppy Plus Classes 

Approved equipment is REQUIRED for the 
first class and every class. If you do not have 
appropriate equipment by Week 1, you must 
purchase it at Best Paw at your first class.  

Bring, purchase or pick up here: 
3-6' leather or cotton leash, no wider than 
5/8 (No nylon, no chain, no extension 
leashes allowed in Basic Manners.)  

     All-nylon limited choke/slip collar or 
Gentle Leader, or nylon choke/slip collar 
(snug fitting, thin 

 

no chain or partial chain 
chokes allowed). We require these collars 
for easy control of dogs new to our program, 
and to ensure that the dogs cannot slip their 
heads out. Leash corrections are rarely 
needed or used.       

Some collar exceptions are allowed for 
our PuppyLove graduates and some toy 
dogs. No leash exceptions are allowed.

DRIVING TO CLASS 
From I -4 north/east bound take exit 101-
A/County Road 46-A/Sanford/Heathrow.  East on 

CR46-A (H.E. Thomas Jr. Parkway), past U.S. 
Highway 17-92 (past Walgreens) to next traffic signal. 

Turn right/south at Park Drive and go 2 blocks to 
training center on right at corner of Park and Elm.  

From I -4 to S.R. 417 South (Greeneway) 
take Exit 50 (Airport Blvd.) right to U.S. Highway 17-
92.  Left (north) 1 mile; take slight right turn at Park 
Drive, just before Welcome to Sanford sign. Go 2 
blocks to training center on the left at the corner of 

Park and Elm.  

From S.R. 417 North (Greeneway) Take 
Exit 50 (Hwy. 17-92).  Right (north) on  U.S. Highway 
17-92. Take slight right turn at Park Drive, just before 

Welcome to Sanford sign. Go 2 blocks to training 
center on left at corner of Park and Elm.  

From U.S. 17 -92 northbound , less than ½ mile 
past 27th St. take a slight right turn at Park Drive, just 

before Welcome to Sanford sign. Go 2 blocks to 
training center on left at corner of Park and Elm.  

From U.S. 17 -92 southbound , turn left (east) 
at County Road 46 (25th Street) at traffic light 

(Walgreen s on corner), right (south) on Park Drive. 
Go 2 blocks to training center on your right.  
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
